People Who Give a Damn is a nonprofit organization founded to build a network of everyone with open, transparent, democratic communication and, ultimately, decision-making.

How it works:  Any registered member of the network can petition that a submission go to all the people in a geographic community, a community of interest, or to everyone everywhere.  News and other articles will be linked to one another by anyone in the network, and will also be linked to groups, actions, and ideas.  Ideas, in turn, can have affiliations and resources pledged to them by people in the network, until they can become the actions, and then the news, themselves.
Now looking for people who give a damn about liberty, justice and the possibility of democracy and journalism to benefit these fundamental human rights and goods.  Especially people who are programmers interested in creating this as open source free software.
Democracy can help journalism serve democracy.
